Questions 
 

How long are you accepting the raffle donation forms? 

 Tickets must arrive at the Erie, CO address no later than Nov. 8, 2010. 

 

Will chapters and committee members get hardcopy tickets to help in our selling efforts? 

 Yes, hardcopy tickets will be provided to the Chapter Chairs and they will handle distribution to 

the committee members.   

 

What do I need to fill out if I am selling the hardcopy tickets? 

 We ask that you have each/every person to fill out one of the one page flyers/forms.  This way we 

ensure that we capture all of their information for our tracking purposes. 

 

If I submit a mail-in form, will I get hardcopy tickets returned to me in the mail? 

 If you want a hardcopy of your tickets, send a SASE with your donation submittal. Otherwise you 

will not be provided with a hardcopy 

 

How do I get into the “First 400” raffle drawing for the two Weatherby Vanguards? 

 Just be one of the first 400 donation forms that are received at the Erie, CO address and you will 

automatically be entered into the drawing. 

 

How much are tickets for the “First 400” raffle drawing for the Weatherby Vanguards? 

 Nothing, just be one of the first 400 donation forms that are received at the Erie, CO address and 

you will automatically be entered into the drawing. 

 

How does the “First 400” raffle work? 

 The first two hundred (200) $100 donors will be placed in a drawing for one of the firearms.  

Those names, including the winner, will then be placed in a drawing with the remaining $100 

donors (#’s 201-400) for the other firearm.  Those supporters that are quick in returning their form 

and donate $100 are therefore in 2 additional drawings, outside of the 20 items on the Super 

Raffle.   

 

When and where will the raffle drawing be held? 

 The raffle drawing will be held during the RMEF Northern Colorado Chapter Big Game Banquet 

(Ft. Collins Marriott, 350 East Horsetooth Rd, Ft. Collins, CO) on November 20, 2010, at 7PM.  

 

How do I get ticket for the banquet to see the drawing in person?

Do I need to be present at the drawing to win? 

 No, you do not need to be present to win. We will notify all winners within 48 hours of the 

drawing. 
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Is there a limit on the number of tickets being sold? 

 No, our goal is to raise as much money for habitat in Colorado as we can. 

 

Is there a limit on the number of tickets a person can purchase? 

 No, there is no limit. However, if you feel they are buying too few, you might want to help 

motivate them to purchase more. 

 

What about Chapter credit for tickets you help to sell? 

 There is a place on the form to put in the chapter name/affiliation for each/every ticket we receive.  

All ticket sales with your chapter’s name will be applied to your chapter’s TCA (Total Chapter 

Activity).  Chapter credit will be tracked in a database that we will be tracking all the ticket sales 

in.  Sol will provide regular updates to the CO RMEF volunteers on the current status of sales by 

chapter. 

 

Can we sell the tickets at our Banquet? 

 Yes.  We rolled out the 2010 Super Raffle in advance of any banquets across the state so that every 

Chapter could sell these during their event.  We will code the Super Raffle ticket sales at your 

event as an event raffle, so you will get the entire value of Super Raffle ticket sales from that 

evening applied to your banquet numbers. Since this raffle is costing your chapter $0, this means 

any Super Raffle ticket sales at your event are 100% net to gross! 

 

Do we have to sell the Super Raffle tickets at our banquet? 

 No, you do not; however with a 100% return on each ticket, you are foolish not to do this as a 

committee. 

 

Do we have to sell the hard copy tickets at our banquet? 

 No.  However, we have found that having the physical tickets helps to actually close the sale at 

that time. The best approach would be to set up a table with the Super Raffle posters, flyers and 

tickets and put your best sales-man/woman at this post to drive margin rich sales. Either way, your 

chapter will receive full big game banquet credit for each/every ticket sold at your event.   

 

Do we have marketing materials to help us sell tickets at our Banquet? 

 Yes,  The materials will include: 1) Tickets, 2) one page flyers, 3) posters, and  4) 7 ft tall 

retractable banner display that shows all of the Super Raffle Items and describes the raffle. 

 

Who is getting the Super Raffle announcement in the mail? 

 The quad-fold Super Raffle Mailer will be mailed to all 14,000+ RMEF members across the state 

of Colorado.  They will not be mailed to members in other states. 

 

What if I want to give/send a ticket form to a friend? 

 Print them out a copy of the Super Raffle One Page Flyer, or email the PDF file to them and they 

can print it out. 
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Is this for Colorado residents only? 

No, anyone can make a donation to acquire tickets. 

 

Is this for RMEF members only? 

No, anyone can make a donation to acquire tickets. 

 

What are the prizes that you are giving away?

How are you picking the prize winners? 

All tickets will be placed in a large tumbler.  We will thoroughly mix the tickets and then draw the 

grand prize winner’s ticket.  We will then thoroughly mix the tickets again and then draw the 2nd 

prize winner’s ticket.  This will continue until all 20 prize winners are drawn.  The individual 

winning tickets will not be placed back in the tumbler for subsequent prize drawings. 

 

If my ticket is pulled as a winner, do I get to pick from the prizes? 

No.  We will announce the prize that we are drawing for and pull a ticket for that specific prize. 

  

Can one person win multiple prizes? 

Yes, if they buy more than a single ticket.  

 

If I win one of the guns, can I take it home that night if I am at the banquet? 

No, just like all banquets, you will need to go to the FFL dealer and submit the proper paperwork 

for a background check prior to receiving your firearm.  If you do not live near Fort Collins, we 

will arrange to have the firearm shipped to your local FFL. 

 

If I win one of the other non-firearm prizes, can I take it home that night if I am at the banquet? 

It depends on the item.  The Davis Tent will need to be picked up at the Davis Tent facility in 

Denver, or you can arrange for shipment to your home at your cost.  All other non-firearm items
